n November 2023, a group of 31

Secondary Three students con-
cluded their 44-hours enrichment
programme, the Youth Digital
Currency Programme (YDCP), in
applied areas developed by Te-
masek Polytechnic (TP), School
of Informatics & IT.

The course, which spanned over a
term of five months, was conducted
by TP lecturers, aimed to broaden
the learning experiences of our
students through applied learning

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i.e., learning that involves doing
and applying, learning about the
real world, and learning for life.

Though the YDCP, students
enhanced their digital knowledge
through applied learning, and built
their portfolios in digitalization
skills. At the end of their learning,
students were awarded certificates
which can be used as part of
their portfolios for Polytechnic
admissions.
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I found learning about data
profiling the most meaningful. I
learnt how to remove anomalies and
replace values to achieve a clean
set of data which can be used for
data visualisation. This skill set will
help me in my school projects. For
e.g. In Geographical Investigation,
we need to collect data and chart
graphs for analysis. Data profiling
helps to ensure that my data is
clean, my graphs are accurate, and
data visualisation facilitates data
analysis.

Japan
Exchange
Programme

From 15 to 20 November 2023,
a group of 24 students and 4
teachers, led by Vice-Principal Mr
Lin Junkai, embarked on a Japan
Exchange Programme to Seki
City, Gifu.

This was part of a long-standing
relationship, which started in 2016,
between  Manjusri  Secondary
School and the Seki City Board
of Education. As a testament to
our strong partnership, students
from both countries had continued
with virtual exchanges during the
Covid-19 pandemic, and this was
the first overseas trip that Manjusri
Secondary School embarked on in
the post-Covid period.

This exchange aimed to provide
students  with  insights and
knowledge of the lifestyles,
schooling experience and culture
of Japan, while at the same
time enhancing students’ 21st
century competencies of global
awareness, cross-cultural  skills
and sensitivities.

To that end, our students were
warmly hosted by two different
Junior High Schools in Seki City:
Asahigaoka Junior High School and
Sakuragaoka Junior High School.

During the school visits, each
student was assigned a Japanese
buddy and attended lessons with
them. The language barrier was
broken down using technological
tools such as google translate, and
our students immersed themselves
in Japanese schooling life. They
gamely attempted Mathematics

questions, actively participated
in Science and Design lessons,
helped the Japanese students in
their English lessons, and even
tried their hand at Japanese
calligraphy.

While in the city, our hosts also
thoughtfully arranged for us to
visit Seki City Hall, to witness
Oze Cormorant Fishing (a
traditional fishing method using
cormorant birds) and to watch a
live demonstration of traditional

Japanese sword forging at the Seki
Traditional Swordsmith Museum.

During the length of the trip, our
students also had the opportunity
to visit sights at Nagoya, Kyoto and
Osaka.

It was an overall enriching
experience where deep friendships
were forged, where assumptions
about schooling were overturned,
and where perspectives and hearts
were expanded.
